Meet one of our astounding alumni, 

Elijah Mike. Elijah is a 2022 graduate from 

Cardinal Hayes High School and was one 

of our Schwarzman Scholarship recipients. 

Elijah has battled sickle cell disease from 

birth. This past spring, Elijah was featured 

in multiple news stories highlighting his 

achievements. 

“Sickle cell is not an easy thing to deal with at 

all,” he says. “There’s been times where sickle cell 

has made me miss school. Or even when I was 

hospitalized back in January, I couldn’t come to 

school the week before midterms.”

Despite battling this life-threatening disease 

throughout school, Mike began a seven-year 

bachelors/medical degree program from his first 

choice of university this fall, the Sophie Davis 

Biomedical Education program at the CUNY 

School of Medicine. Elijah says he is excited for the 

challenging seven years ahead of him which will 

allow him to receive his bachelor’s in science in 

three years and medical doctor’s license in four.

“I grew up in hospitals since I was little because 

of sickle cell and was always served so, instead of 

always being served, I want to be the one to serve,” 

Mike adds.

Elijah attributes the majority of his academic 

success to the opportunity the Schwarzman’s 

gave him to receive a Catholic School education. 

“Through my Catholic education, I have learned the 

importance of faith, as well as the importance of 

gratitude. That is why I make an effort to share my 

gratitude towards my school, community, and of 

course, the Schwarzmans.”

Mike is the first of his family to pursue a career in 

the medical field. We at Inner-City Scholarship Fund 

are continually blown away by students like Elijah 

Mike who persevere against all odds.
